1. Project Title:

IOC Ocean Forum series on the marine environment, published by UNESCO Publishing.

Specifically, the 2005 manuscript proposed as Volume 7: “The Gulf Stream:  Past, present and future” (provisional title).

2. Flanders supporting partner being addressed:

5. Expected project duration (and starting date):

Six months (starting on or about May 2005); translation will take three months.

6. Estimated total project budget and funds requested: US.$ 50,000 total (including 

overhead costs), of which $10,000 (including overhead costs) is requested for translations into English and Spanish from the original (French).   

7. External funding agency: Flemish Government of Belgium

8. Project outline: 

The ocean’s influence on the Planet’s climate machine and specifically on climate change have been topics of major concern in recent years – and will continue to occupy future public discussions given the uncertainties that have arisen, often abetted by developments caused in part by mankind’s interventions as well as by Nature’s own vagaries.  Government officials – and the public at large – need a better understanding of the forces at work, including the natural oceanic and climatic influences often augmented by human activities.

For over a decade, the IOC Ocean Forum series has been making available, to wide non-specialist readership in an easily understandable style, information which will fill the information gap in understanding these phenomena. The publication in 2004 of Climate Change as Volume 6 in the series is being followed by the production (in English, French and Spanish) of the manuscript in 2005 on the Gulf Stream.  The latter is one of the Planet’s key natural driving forces and has had a major influence, particularly on Europe.  With global warning and the changes it will most surely engender, what will happen to this crucial current, and what will be the consequences of any changes on Europe and the rest of the globe?  

Author:  The writing skill and competence of Dr. Bruno Voituriez, former Research Director at France’s Institut de Recherche pour le Développement (IRD), has been proven in two previous numbers in the UNESCO series (i) as co-author of El Niño: Fact and Fiction in 2000; and (ii) as author of The Changing Ocean: its Effects on Climate and Living Resources in 2003.   These publications have enjoyed success both in sales and free distribution.

Precedent:  The Government of Flanders (via AWI), in 2004, supported an IOC co-produced volume entitled: Ocean Sciences Bridging the Millennia: A Spectrum of Historical Accounts, thus indicating Flemish willingness to encourage such dissemination of public awareness literature.
