7.1 Background

The Intergovernmental Oceanographic Commission (IOC) of UNESCO is addressing the implementation of the United Nations Convention of the Law of the Sea (UNCLOS), in particular Parts XIII and XIV, following the mandate stated by UNCLOS and the United Nations General Assembly.

The Intergovernmental Oceanographic Commission for the Law of the Sea (IOCLOS) is the set of activities, among which the Advisory Body of experts on the Law of the Sea (IOC/ABE-LOS) has a special relevance, that IOC is promoting since UNCLOS entered into force to accomplish with the duties set forth on it and make possible the harmonization of marine science and law of the sea.

IOC/ABE-LOS was created in 1997 by the IOC Resolution XIX-19 to advise IOC on its roles in relation with UNCLOS. This work is conducted in close cooperation with other relevant international organizations, such as UN/OLA/DOALOS and the European Union. As an intergovernmental body, IOC Member States have the right to appoint two national Experts to IOC/ABE-LOS, one with training in the Law of the Sea and another with training in marine sciences. 


IOC/ABE-LOS has been working on the following topics:

•
the practice of Member States in the application of Parts XIII (Marine Scientific Research) and XIV (transfer of Marine Technology) of UNCLOS;

•
Establishing the IOC Criteria and Guidelines on the Transfer of Marine Technology;

•
a procedure for the application of Article 247 of UNCLOS (Marine Scientific research projects undertaken by or under the auspices of international organizations);

•
analysis of the legal framework, within the context of UNCLOS, which is applicable to the collection of oceanographic data;

7.2 Description

The IX session of the Advisory Body of Experts on the Law of the Sea will focus on two major themes related to the Law of the Sea:  (i) The IOC legal Framework within the context of UNCLOS applicable for the collection of oceanographic data; (ii) Emerging Issues (in this point it will discussed the new matters of National interest for Member states, such as the updating of the Guide for the implementation of the provisions of Marine Scientific Research under the UN Convention on the Law of the Sea).
7.3. Objectives 

The main objectives of the Conference are

· to continue the discussions on the procedure and related instruments for the IOC Legal Framework for the collection of Oceanographic Data within the context of UNCLOS. 
· to examine the current trends in Law of the Sea and future work of IOC/ABE-LOS

· Will determine the list of emerging issues for the updating of the Guide on Marine scientific Research, as requested by UN/OLA/DOALOS, whose meeting of Experts will take place in New York in May 2009
As a result of this Session, a Report containing the discussions and outputs will be prepared to be wildly disseminated. The Report and Recommendations will be submitted to the XXV IOC Assembly.
