Brief presentation of the project

The objective of this project was to assist UNESCO Publishing in the translation and printing of the English and Spanish editions of a public awareness book on the Gulf Stream.  The book was to (and finally did) appear in the IOC Ocean Forum series, complementing the French (original) edition, entitled “Le Gulf Stream”, by Bruno Voituriez, which appeared in early 2006.

Funding sources, including possible Government counterpart contributions

Basic funding was provided by the IOC and by UNESCO Publishing.  However, there was a funding shortfall of approximately USD 10,000, which was provided by the Flanders government.

Executive summary of the report and its main findings 

Background: Development problems and objectives of the project (as contained in the project document).  

There was a funding shortfall of US$10,000.  The project objective was to fill this gap. 

Results produced and problems encountered

Thanks to the Flanders complementary funding, the English and Spanish editions were produced in 1000 copies each  and are now (November 2006) available for distribution.  

English:  The Gulf Stream, by Bruno Voituriez, ISBN-10: 92-3-103995-4; 221 pages, with black and white + colour illustrations.  

Spanish: la Corriente del Golfo, by Bruno Voituriez; ISBN-10- 92-3-303995-1; 207 pages, with (same as English and French) black and white + colour illustrations.  

Problems:  Some problems were encountered in arriving at a good, easily readable English translation. These problems were resolved to the satisfaction of the project supervisors.  

Objectives achieved, or to be achieved in the near future 

Same as results above.  Publication of the two language editions (E and S)  in November 2006.  This book is now available in three languages (English, French and Spanish) thus answering the need for easily readable public awareness material on the Gulf Stream, a very important element and driving force in Earth’s climate system.

Findings and lessons learned

The Flanders government once again proved to be source of support for worthy projects, in this case for public awareness material designed to explain to the interested readers the inner workings of some of the main forces which drive the climate machine.  UNESCO recognized this support by including the Flanders logo on the back cover of the two editions of the book and by the inclusion, at the beginning of the book, of a message explaining Flanders’ motivation in supporting the project.

Recommendations

Continue cooperation between UNESCO Publishing and the Flanders government in such projects.
